Why a career in woodworking?

If you like being creative while solving problems and can pay attention to details, a woodworking career
may be a good fit for you. Woodworkers use hand and power tools as well as stationary equipment to
create a wide variety of products for the home as well as commercial spaces. This career path includes
creating everything from cabinetry and furniture through windows and doors, staircases, moldings, even
aircraft and yacht interiors.

What is my earning potential?
The employers in this area, on average, start a Woodworking Technician certificate holder at $17.00 -
$20.00 per hour and a full diploma earner as high as $25.00 per hour.

What are my possible career pathways?

There are a variety of woodworking career paths you can follow including working in industries such as
cabinet and furniture making, interior and exterior millwork, closet manufacturing and a wide variety of
specialized opportunities such as aircraft and yacht interiors, restaurant and store fixtures, and custom
stair building.
